Questions:
e Describe Elijah’s prophecy to king Ahab. How did God care for Elijah?

e What did Elijah tell the widow of Zarephath of God'’s care for her, as she cared for Elijah?
e What happened to the widows son? How did she react? How did Elijah pray to God?



Prayer for:  Growth in spiritual maturity and personal discipline

Day 4 - Wednesday

Reading: 1Kings 18

Questions:

e How did Obadiah react when Elijah told him to tell Ahab Elijah was here to see Ahab?

e What confrontation did Elijah set up on Mt. Carmel?

e What did Elijah say to the people of Israel in 18:21? What was their response?

e What did God do to the water-soaked offering Elijah made? What did Elijah do with the
prophets of Baal?

Prayer for: To gain a deeper understanding of what it means to be “in Christ.”

Day 5 - Thursday

Reading: 1Kings 19

Questions:

e How did Jezebel (king Ahab’s wife) react to the slaughter of the prophets of Baal? How did
Elijah react to her threat?

e Describe Elijah’s complaint to the Lord. What did God do to show Elijah the power of God’s
voice?

e Who did God say to anoint to replace Elijah? What was Elisha’s role for Elijah?

Prayer for: A greater understanding of God’s character and ability

Day 6 - Friday
Reading: | Kings 20
Questions:

e Describe the “negotiations” between Ahab and Ben-Hadad, king of Syria. (20:1-12)
e Why did God promise to defeat the great army Ben-Hadad was leading? (20:13)

e What did the prophet say about Ahab letting Ben-Hadad live?

Prayer for:  For 2 un-churched people you know (by name)

Day 7 - Saturday

Reading: |Kings 21

Questions:

e How does the end of ch. 20 describe Ahab? What is Ahab’s reaction to naboth’s refusal to
sell his vineyard?

e What scheme did Jezebel devise to acquire Naboth’s vineyard?

e What message did God give Elijah to deliver to Ahab? How did Ahab respond?

Prayer for:  For friends, relatives, neighbors who don’t have saving faith in Jesus
