Questions: 
· Compare 5: 1-7 with 5: 8- 27.
· Summarize the advice given in Job 5: 7 - 8. 
· What does Job say about  (1) the source of his troubles (6:4),  his desire of God (6:8)  and his friends words (6: 14-15)?
Prayer for:  II Cor 1:7 – That as we share in suffering for Christ, we also receive His comfort

Day 4  - Wednesday 
Reading:     Job 7- 9
Questions: 
· What is Job’s assessment of this life (7:1 and 7a)?
· Describe Bildad’s response to Job in ch. 8
· In ch. 9, what does Job say about man “contending” with God? 
Prayer for: Micah 6: 8 – To do what is just, to love what is kind, and walk humbly with God.

Reading:     Job 10 – 12 
Questions: 
·  Give your assessment of Job’s prayer in 10: 1-3.  Compare it with 1:22 and 40: 3-5
· Summarize Zophar’s reply in 11: 1-6
· What is Job’s attitude in 12:3 and 5? 
Prayer for:     Phil 4: 6 – 7 To make request of God for every situation, rather than to be anxious about circumstances.

Questions:

· What is Job saying in 13:15? 
· What is Job’s description of this life in ch. 14?

Questions: 
· What is Eliphaz’s tone in ch. 15?

Prayer for:     The people serving in local state and national government
